	Microbiology - An Introduction

Tortora et al., 9th edition (you may use an 8th edition)

	Objectives:
	My objectives are to introduce you to basic biology, chemistry, and genetics of bacteria, basic virology, immunology, and mycology, and the interactions of pathogenic microorganisms with human hosts. We will cover growth of bacteria and viruses and how we control microbes both in our environments and within human bodies. We will emphasize basic concepts which will prepare you to understand nursing and nutrition applications involving microbiology and will help you appreciate the roles of microbes in such matters of daily living as clean water, food preservation, infectious disease control, and the role of vaccines in providing immunity to disease. Special attention will be given to HIV and AIDS, the most important scientific problem in the world today.

	Exams:
	There will be four, one-hour exams covering text and lecture material. The questions on the first three exams will include multiple choice, short answer, and fill-in-the-blank. Anyone who misses one of the first three exams for a medical reason or other serious reason may take a make-up. See the instructor.



	Final:
	There will be no comprehensive Final Exam. Exam 4 will cover the last one-fourth of the course and will be all multiple choice.

	Grading:
	Course Grade. An overall percentage will be determined by averaging the four exam scores. Each exam accounts for one-fourth of the overall grade. Letter grades will be assigned according to 90 - 100 = A, 80 - 89 = B, 70 - 79 = C, 60 - 69 = D, <60 = F. However, a curve of about 2 points is usually added at the end of the course. There is no other basis for grading.
