MIC ,61:_ZOONOTIC AND VECTORBORNE DISEASES

A. ZOONOSES: Animal ----- human
MODE OF TRANSMISSION:

1. Via ingestion - Salmonella spp. and Campylobacter jejuni - enterocolitis
2. Via inhalation - C. psiftaci - psittacosis (ornithosis)
3. \ia bites — rabies virus

B. VECTORBORNE EC
1. Human - insect-—-human cycle — malaria- Plasmodium spp. (protozoan)

2. Animal ---- insact ---- animal cycle; insect accidentally bites man —
usually (but not always) a dead-end host for the pathogen

BACTERIA:

a. Relapsing Fever — Bomelia recurrentis — ticks — rodents

b. Lyme Disease — Bomrelia burgdorfan — ticks- deer, field mice
c. Plague — Yersinia pesiis — fleas- rats

VIRUSES:
a. Encephalitis - caused by the encephalitis viruses — St. Louis, Eastem
and Westem encephalitis viruses — mosquitoes — birds

PROTOZOAN:
a. African Sleeping Sickness — Trypanosoma spp. — tsetse fly-antelope
b. Chaga's disease (American Trypanosomiasis) — Trypanosoma cruzi —
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Infections acquired from animals (arthropods, vertebrates).
Human infection controlled by controlling animal infection.
